Continuation of the Work Session:   
 
1. The Administrator reported that the Northwest Bergen Sewer Utilities Authority has 

increased their sewer capitalization recapture fee charge for all new sewer connections 
in the Township of Wyckoff.  The increase established by the Northwest Bergen Sewer 
Utilities Authority is $56.00 more, from $1,650.00 to $1,706.00.   
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2. The Township of Wyckoff received notice from the New Jersey Department of 
Transportation that the Township was successful and was awarded a New Jersey 
Department of Transportation (NJDOT) Trust Fund Grant for $150,000 to pave Park 
Avenue.  The Administrator indicated this was the second time the Township has 
received a grant for this project.  The Township of Wyckoff applied jointly with the 
Borough of Midland Park and will pave Park Avenue as a joint service.  

 
3. The leaf collection crews continued today in District 5 weather permitting.  They expect 

to complete this round of leaf collection in all eight (8) districts.  No additional leaves 
should be placed to the curb this winter and an expanded leaf collection will be 
conducted in the Spring.  Residents are reminded that leaves are not to be placed in the 
road.   Due to the early snow fall, the 2007 Fall Leaf Collection was slowed, the storm on 
December 13 & 14, 2007 left three (3) inches of freezing ice and the forecasted 
nor’easter from Saturday, December 15, 2007 left an additional icy crust of two (2) 
inches which encased the leaves.  The leaf crews expect to enter into District 6 by 
Friday, January 4, 2008. 

 
4. Beginning January 2, 2008, the new enhanced curbside recyclable collections will 

commence.  Recyclables placed to the curbs in front of residential homes will be 
collected every other week instead of twice per month.  The 2008 Municipal Calendar 
provides the new schedule.   

 
5. The Administrator thanked Municipal Clerk Santimauro for attending this meeting as she 

has been ill for several days.  Mr. Shannon also thanked Elaine Booth and Susan 
Schilstra for helping out with today’s meeting.

1. Mr. Landel reported that a resolution is presented for governing body review to allow 

video taping and audio taping of Township Committee meetings.

Outgoing Remarks from David N. Connolly: 
 
Mayor Connolly said:  “Wyckoff continues to be a very desirable community to live and that has 
a lot to do with the work the Township Committee does and the cooperation the Township 
Committee gets from an incredible staff at Town Hall.  At the conclusion of the Northwest 
Bergen Mayor’s Meeting, I received many compliments on our municipal operation.  I appreciate 
the work from our great staff.  We have also had a number of new volunteers in the fire 
department which I am very glad to see for Rick, Harold and Rudy and all those part of the fire 
department.  We’ve also had a year which it was reported that the Pascack Valley towns are 
putting a consortium together for a Pascack Valley Cooperative Pricing System. Wyckoff has 
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been doing that for ten (10) years without fanfare and the Northwest Bergen Cooperative Pricing 
System (which Wyckoff is a member) was established by our predecessors.  It’s the eleventh 
time in eighteen (18) years that Wyckoff has won from the Rutgers University, which is a third 
party independent agency, for public information which includes our web site, calendar, 
newsletters, Channel 77 cable television announcements, everything we do to communicate 
with our citizens.  And Wyckoff won first throughout the entire State of New Jersey.  Thanks to 
our staff and my fellow Township Committee members in achieving that excellence. 
 
The Police Department achieved the award of excellence for traffic safety for the fourth year in a 
row.  And again, we had several recognitions this year as we did last year with Scott Fisher, 
DPW Manager and Joyce Santimauro, Municipal Clerk.  Peter TenKate, a Wyckoff resident and 
professional engineer with Boswell Engineering, the Township of Wyckoff’s Consulting Engineer 
was awarded “The New Jersey Municipal Engineer of the Year Award.”  It indicates the quality 
of people we have working for Wyckoff.   
 
The reconstruction of the covered bridge with the Partners in Pride at the Zabriskie Pond was 
completed.  It is a nice little feature in town.  We also added a little over seven (7) acres, at no 
cost to our citizens over at the Barrister Farms/Ravine location where there will be land that will 
not be able to be developed in perpetuity (due to the requirement of a construction easement).  
We have had a very good year in those things and these are the little things that go on all year 
that people do not realize.   
 
It has been my pleasure to serve with you gentlemen and ladies.   We have been awarded 
grants for the tennis courts and parks.  It’s just been fantastic.
