MEETING OPEN FOR PUBLIC COMMENT 
 
The Township Committee voted unanimously to open the meeting for public comment. 
 
Martin Costello, 78 Colgate Avenue came forward to address the Township Committee.  Mr. 
Costello said that the ordinances for tree preservation ordinance Wyckoff has adopted regarding 
trees are not sufficient and he recommended enforcement of the township’s zoning laws by not 
granting variances.  Mr. Costello estimated that a tree at 66 Van Schaik Lane is a 265 year old oak 
tree that could be removed due to the construction of a house that would be reconstructed if 
approved by the Board of Adjustment.   The location of the property is 66 Van Schaik Lane and the 
tree is not in the footprint of the house.   
 
George Pitts, 675 Terrace Heights also addressed the oak tree on the property at 66 Van Schaik 
Lane.  Also, Mr. Pitts brought a copy of a  May 20, 2007 Sunday New York Times article about 
floor size ratio ordinances that he felt would also help preserve trees in town.  Committeeman 
Alnor said the Township Committee is currently investigating floor ratio ordinances.  Mr. Pitts also 
would like the Township Committee to continue their work on a revised tree preservation 
ordinance. 
 
Michael Brienza, 458 Russell Avenue wanted to embellish on Martin Costello’s discussion with the 
Township Committee with regard to 66 Van Schaik Lane and added that the builder was building a 
large home for economic reasons.  It was Michael’s opinion that the developers in town tear down 
homes and build larger homes to sell within two years to avoid paying capital gains taxes.  Michael 
said that Wyckoff is on the list of the 10 most endangered places in New Jersey, from Preservation 
New Jersey, in the tear down of homes category. Mr. Brienza felt that homes should be built 
variance free.   
 
Joe Kroth, 496 Sicomac Avenue came forward and provided his opinion on the capital gains tax 
statement made by Mr. Brienza.

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#07-136  Chapter 159 – 2007 Green Communities Grant 
 
WHEREAS, N.J.S.A. 40A:87 provides that the Director of the Division of Local Government 
Services may approve the insertion of any special item of revenue in the budget of any County or 
Municipality when such item shall have been made available by law and the amount thereof was 
not determined at the time of the adoption of the budget; and, 
 
WHEREAS, said Director may also approve the insertion of any item of appropriation for equal 
amount; and, 
 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Township Committee of the Township of 
Wyckoff, in the County of Bergen, in the State of New Jersey, hereby request the Director of Local 
Government Services to approve the insertion of an item of revenue in the budget of the year 2007 
in the sum of $3,000.00, which item is now available as a revenue from the State of New Jersey 
2007 Green Communities Grant in the amount of $3,000.00. 
 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the like sum of $3,000.00 is hereby appropriated under the 
caption “Green Communities Grant”; and, 
 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the above is a result of a State grant of $3,000.00 from State of 
New Jersey 2007 Green Communities Grant. 
 
#07-137  Click It Or Ticket 
 
WHEREAS, there were 773 motor vehicle fatalities in New Jersey in 2006; and 
 
WHEREAS, a large percentage of the motor vehicle occupants killed in traffic crashes were not 
wearing a safety belt; and 
 
WHEREAS, use of a safety belt remains the most effective way to avoid death or serious injury in a 
motor vehicle crash; and 
 
WHEREAS, the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration estimates that 135,000 lives were 
saved by safety belt usage nationally between 1975-2000; and 
 
WHEREAS, the State of New Jersey will participate in the nationwide Click It or Ticket safety belt 
mobilization from May 21 – June 3, 2007 in an effort to raise awareness and increase safety belt 
usage through a combination of enforcement and education; and 
 
WHEREAS, the Division of Highway Traffic Safety has set a goal of increasing the safety belt 
usage rate in the state from the current level of 90% to 92%; and 
 
WHEREAS, a further increase in safety belt usage in New Jersey will save lives on our roadways; 
 
THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Township Committee of the Township of Wyckoff 
declares its support for the Click It or Ticket safety belt mobilization both locally and nationally from 
May 21 – June 3, 2007 and pledges to increase awareness of the mobilization and the benefits of 
safety belt use.

#1562 – AN ORDINANCE REQUIRING THE PRODUCTION OF AFFORDABLE HOUSING AS A 
SHARE OF ALL NEW RESIDENTIAL DEVELOPMENT 
 
 WHEREAS, the New Jersey Supreme Court and New Jersey Legislature have recognized 
and mandated in So. Burl. Co. NAACP v. Mount Laurel, 92 N.J. 158 (1983) (“Mount Laurel II”) and 
the Fair Housing Act, N.J.S.A. 52:27D-301, et seq. (“FHA”) that every municipality in New Jersey 
has an affirmative obligation to facilitate the prompt provision of affordable housing; and 
 
 WHEREAS, The New Jersey Council on Affordable Housing (“COAH”) is the State 
administrative agency created pursuant to the FHA vested with primary jurisdiction for the 
administration of affordable housing obligations in accordance with sound regional planning 
considerations in New Jersey; and  
 
 WHEREAS, COAH’s third cycle Substantive Rules (N.J.A.C. 94-1, et. seq.) permit 
municipalities to adopt inclusionary ordinances to implement a “growth share” approach to 
affordable housing production by requiring affordable housing to be produced in conjunction with 
market-priced residential and/or nonresidential growth and development within a municipality; and 
 
 WHEREAS, the Township of Wyckoff desires to engage developers of market priced 
residences in the production of affordable housing for qualified low and moderate income 
households through the third housing cycle, which extends from 2000 to 2014; 
 

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED, by the Township Committee of the Township of 
Wyckoff, County of Bergen, State of New Jersey, that the Zoning Ordinance of the Township of 
Wyckoff be and is hereby amended as follows:   
 
 
SECTION 1.    Definitions 

 
COAH’s RULES -  The Substantive Rules adopted by the New Jersey Council on 
Affordable Housing (COAH), as set forth at N.J.A.C. 5:94-1, et seq. 
 
VERY LOW INCOME HOUSEHOLD – A household earning 30 percent or less of the 
applicable median income by household size for the region. 
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SECTION 2. Applicability. 
 

1. RESIDENTIAL DEVELOPMENTS. 
 

(a) All new net residential development, regardless of the number of lots or 
dwelling units or acreage involved, shall be subject to the provisions of this 
Section and shall be required to provide affordable housing at the ratio of at 
least one affordable housing unit for every eight (8) net new market rate 
residential units (i.e. units that will not be affordable as defined by the Fair 
Housing Act and COAH). 

 
(b) Where the Zoning Board of Adjustment has granted a use variance pursuant 

to NJSA 40:55D-70(d), allowing for residential development of land zoned for 
another use or where a variance  has been granted pursuant to NJSA 
40:55D-70(d)(5), which allows dwelling units over and above the number 
permitted by the applicable zoning regulations, the number of required 
affordable units shall be increased as follows:  The ratio shall be one (1) 
affordable for sale unit for every four (4) market units.  The ratio shall be one 
(1) affordable rental unit for every five (5) market units.  The affordable 
housing units shall be part of the total number of dwelling units permitted, 
whether such affordable housing units are constructed on-site or provided 
elsewhere within the Township of Wyckoff. 

 
(c) If no use variance or density bonus has been granted as described in 

Paragraph 1.(b) above, the affordable housing units shall be in addition to 
(over and above) the number of housing units otherwise permitted and may 
either be constructed on-site as part of the development or provided 
elsewhere within the Township of Wyckoff. 

 
(d)       Where the calculated obligation generates or includes a 

fraction of  an affordable unit, said fraction may, at the developer’s 
discretion,  either be rounded up or addressed through a pro-rated in lieu of 
contribution calculated in accordance with COAH’s Rules for the applicable 
housing region. 
 
             

2. NON-RESIDENTIAL DEVELOPMENTS. 
 

Non-residential development shall be required to pay a Development Fee in 
accordance with a Development Fee Ordinance adopted by the Township of 
Wyckoff and approved by COAH. 

  
3.        VALIDITY 
 

Should this ordinance be held invalid for any reason, residential developments shall 
be required to pay a Development Fee in accordance with the Development Fee 
Ordinance adopted by the Township of Wyckoff and approved by COAH.  To the 
extent monies are being held in escrow pursuant to this growth share ordinance at 
the time it is deemed invalid, sufficient monies will be transferred in escrow to meet 
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the developer’s obligation pursuant to the Development Fee Ordinance.   

 
SECTION 3. Requirements for Permitted Mechanisms to Address the                      
                        Growth Share. 
 

1. Payments in Lieu of Construction.   Payments in lieu of the construction of 
affordable housing, where permitted as a result of a fractional obligation, shall be 
based upon COAH’s Rules for calculating in lieu contributions within the housing 
region encompassing the Township of Wyckoff and shall represent a proportionate 
share of the total cost of providing one affordable housing unit within the housing 
region encompassing the Township of Wyckoff. The required fee shall be calculated 
by the Township professionals until such time as COAH adopts an appropriate 
method or formula.  If it is determined that monies held in escrow resulting from the 
Township’s calculation differ from that achieved when using COAH’s approved 
method or formula, any excess monies held shall be returned to the developer or 
any deficiency shall be paid by the developer, whichever is applicable. 

 
2. Write Down/Buy Down of Existing Market Units and Creation of New 

Affordable Housing Units Off-Tract. 
 

(a) Where satisfaction of the growth share obligation generated by a 
development is proposed to occur off-tract, but within the Township of 
Wyckoff, the developer may elect to purchase an existing market-priced 
dwelling unit within the Township of Wyckoff, rehabilitate it to Code 
Standard, place the requisite 30 year deed restriction on the unit, 
affirmatively market the unit, and sell or rent the deed-restricted unit to a 
qualified low or very low income household. 

 
(b) Where satisfaction of the growth share obligation generated by a 

development is proposed to occur off-tract, but within the Township of 
Wyckoff, the developer may elect to create such affordable housing units 
through new construction of housing consistent with the zoning of the off-
tract property, in compliance with all applicable provisions of COAH’s Rules 
(N.J.A.C. 5:94-1, et seq.) and the regulations set forth herein. 

 
(c) All required setbacks, building height and coverage limits for the applicable 

zone shall be met on any lot proposed for the construction of or conversion 
of buildings for affordable housing, except that setback deficiencies 
associated with an existing building to remain and other nonconformities of 
the lot and/or building may be continued without the need for additional 
variances. 

 
(d) Where an affordable unit will be deed restricted so that it is affordable to a 

very low income household, the developer shall be entitled to two credits for 
the unit against the growth share obligation generated by the development.  
Otherwise, the unit shall be rendered affordable to a household earning 50 
percent or less of median income, and the developer shall be entitled to one 
credit for the unit against the growth share obligation generated by the 
development. 
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3. Construction of Affordable Housing on Tract.     Affordable housing units that are 

to be constructed on the same tract with the market priced units shall be designed to 
resemble as nearly as possible the market priced dwellings being constructed within 
the same development. 

 
4. Other Requirements. 
 

(a) The use of any of the foregoing mechanisms for providing affordable housing 
within the Township of Wyckoff shall be limited to the provision of non-age-
restricted affordable housing units, unless specifically approved to be age-
restricted by the Township Committee, and shall be constructed, marketed, 
occupied and maintained in compliance with all of COAH’s Rules set forth at 
N.J.A.C. 5:94-1, et seq.  As a general rule, newly constructed, reconstructed 
and converted affordable housing units shall be rental units except that 
existing single or two-family dwellings purchased and deed restricted as 
affordable housing units shall have the option of being either rented or sold.   

 
(b) The Township Committee shall have the jurisdiction to consider the grant of 

a waiver from the foregoing requirements of Paragraph 4.(a) above to permit 
age-restricted or for sale housing not otherwise permitted where the 
Township Committee is able to find that granting such a waiver would be 
more appropriate to the context of the development or to the location and 
nature of the affordable housing unit(s) being created, provided that the 
Township Committee shall also consider the impacts of approving such a 
deviation upon the adopted Housing Element and Fair Share Plan before 
approving any such waiver.  Where such waiver is requested by an applicant 
appearing before the Planning Board or Zoning Board of Adjustment, the 
request for such waiver shall be submitted to the Township Committee for 
action prior to receiving preliminary approval from the Planning Board or 
Zoning Board of Adjustment.   

 
(c) A proposed Affordable Housing Production Plan shall be submitted to the 

Planning Board or Zoning Board of Adjustment at the time application is 
made for any development requiring the creation of affordable housing 
pursuant to this Section.  The Affordable Housing Production Plan shall 
provide details of how the applicant will satisfy the growth share obligation 
required by this ordinance.  The Plan shall include the location, size and 
number of affordable units to be provided as well as the number of 
bedrooms and proposed income level restrictions.  The Plan shall also 
include any proposed payments in lieu of construction and any and all other 
information deemed necessary by the Township’s Housing Consultant 
and/or Township Administrator.  This Plan shall be a condition of the 
“completeness” determination.  All Affordable Housing Production Plans 
shall be the subject of review by the Township’s Housing Consultant and 
Township Administrator for consistency with COAH’s Rules and with the 
Township’s third round Housing Element and Fair Share Plan.  Compliance 
with all of the terms of COAH’s Rules and with the approved Affordable 
Housing Production Plan shall be a condition of development plan approval 
and may be covered by appropriate performance and maintenance 
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guarantees as with any other required improvement.  Pending applications 
before the Planning Board or Zoning Board at the time of the adoption of this 
ordinance shall be subject to the terms and conditions of this ordinance 
notwithstanding this subparagraph (c).  An Affordable Housing Production 
Plan shall be submitted as soon as practical with regards to such pending 
applications and prior to any preliminary and/or final approval.  

 
(d) All affordable units created or constructed within the Township of Wyckoff 

shall comply with COAH’s Rules, including but not limited to, those 
pertaining to the phasing, integration, low/moderate income split, controls on 
affordability, bedroom distribution, affirmative marketing, heating source and 
administration of the affordable units, as set forth in N.J.A.C. 5:94-4.4 and 
elsewhere in COAH’s Rules (N.J.A.C. 5:94-1, et seq.). 

 
(e) Where an odd number of affordable housing units are required to be 

provided, the majority of the units shall be low income units.  Where there 
are an insufficient number of units provided to meet the bedroom distribution 
requirements of COAH’s Rules, the first unit shall be a two-bedroom unit, the 
second shall be a three- bedroom unit and the third unit shall be a one-
bedroom unit.  Otherwise, the bedroom distributions shall be in strict 
accordance with COAH’s Rules, except that a unit created by the write 
down/buy down of an existing market unit shall be exempt from the bedroom 
mix requirements. 

 
(f) It shall be the developer’s responsibility, at its sole cost and expense, to 

contract with Wyckoff Township’s Affordable Housing Project Team or other 
Township-designated experienced entity for the initial and ongoing 
administration of the controls on affordability so as to ensure full COAH 
compliance.  The administrative entity shall, by February 1st of each year, 
and as needed throughout the year, file such certifications, reports and/or 
monitoring forms as may be required by COAH to verify the continuing 
compliance of each affordable unit with COAH’s Rules. 

 
SECTION 4. Credits for Overconstruction of Affordable Housing. 
 
Any developer may elect to create or construct, in advance of generating the obligation to 
construct, additional affordable housing that may be used in satisfaction of a future growth share 
obligation.  When this is proposed, an agreement shall be executed between the developer and the 
Township Committee of the Township of Wyckoff quantifying the prospective growth (in number of 
market-priced dwelling units) that will be sheltered from an additional growth share obligation by 
the extra affordable housing units provided.  The agreement shall be maintained on file with the 
Township Administrator and Township Clerk and shall be recorded with both the deed to the 
property containing the extra affordable housing units and the deed to the property that has yet to 
be developed.  All such affordable housing units or credits shall comply fully with COAH’s Rules in 
effect at the time of the creation of the units and shall expire, whether used or not, 30 years from 
the date of the initial Certificate of Occupancy for the applicable affordability if the controls are 
extended beyond the initial 30 year period in accordance with the then currently applicable Rules 
of COAH or its successor agency. 
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SECTION 5. Severability. 
 
If any paragraph, section, subsection, sentence, clause, phrase or portion of this Ordinance is for 
any reason held invalid or unconstitutional by any Court of administrative agency of competent 
jurisdiction, such portion shall be deemed a separate, distinct and independent provision and such 
holding shall not affect the validity of the remaining paragraphs or sections hereof. 
 
SECTION 6. Inconsistency. 
 
All ordinances or parts or ordinances inconsistent with this Ordinance are hereby repealed to the 
extent of such inconsistency. 
 
 BE IT ORDAINED that this Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon publication 
following final passage and the filing of a copy of the Ordinance with the Bergen County Planning 
Board.
