ORDINANCE #1564 
 

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND CHAPTER 111 OF THE CODE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF 
WYCKOFF “DOGS” SECTION 111-3 “ANNUAL FEES” TO INCREASE CERTAIN FEES 
IN CONNECTION WITH DOG LICENSES. 
 
BE IT ORDAINED by the Township Committee of the Township of Wyckoff, County of 
Bergen, State of New Jersey, that Section 111-3 “Annual Fees; expiration date” is hereby 
amended as follows: 
 
SECTION 1 – Chapter 111 Dogs. 
 
 Section 111-3 Annual fees; expiration date. 
 

A. The person applying for the license and 
registration tag after May 1, 1990, shall, in addition to any late fee 
imposed, pay a fee as follows: fourteen dollars ($14.) for any dog of 
reproductive age which has not had its reproductive capacity 
permanently altered through sterilization; eleven dollars ($11.) for all 
other dogs. Proof of sterilization shall be provided by a certification 
executed by a doctor of veterinary medicine or by the person applying 
for the license.  In the absence of aid certification, it shall be assumed 
that the dog has not been sterilized and is of reproductive age.  Each 
license shall be renewed annually, and for each annual renewal, the 
fee for the license and for the registration tag shall be as set forth in 
this section, and said license shall expire on December 31 in the year 
stated on the license.  The fee for a replacement tag shall be five 
dollars ($5.). 
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SECTION 2 – Except as hereby amended, all others Sections of Chapter 111 shall remain 
in full force and effect. 
 
SECTION 3 – This Ordinance shall take effect upon final passage and publication according 
to law.   
 
 

ORDINANCE #1565 
 

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND CHAPTER 106 OF THE CODE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF 
WYCKOFF “CATS” SECTION 106-3E “ANNUAL FEES; EXPIRATION DATES”, TO 
INCREASE CERTAIN FEES IN CONNECTION WITH CAT LICENSES. 
 
BE IT ORDAINED by the Township Committee of the Township of Wyckoff, County of 
Bergen, State of New Jersey, that Section 106-3E “Annual Fees; expiration date” is hereby 
amended as follows: 
 
 
SECTION 1 – Chapter 106 Cats. 
 
 Section 106-3 Annual fees; expiration date. 
 

B. The person applying for the license and 
registration tag after January 1, 1991, shall, in addition to any late fee 
imposed, pay a fee as follows: fourteen dollars ($14.) for any cat of 
reproductive age which has not had its reproductive capacity 
permanently altered through sterilization; eleven dollars ($11.) for all 
other cats. Proof of sterilization shall be provided by a certification 
executed by a doctor of veterinary medicine or by the person applying 
for the license.  In the absence of aid certification, it shall be assumed 
that the cat has not been sterilized and is of reproductive age.  Each 
license shall be renewed annually, and for each annual renewal, the 
fee for the license and for the registration tag shall be as set forth in 
this section, and said license shall expire on December 31 in the year 
stated on the license. The fee for a replacement tag shall be five 
dollars ($5.). 

 
SECTION 2 – Except as hereby amended, all others Sections of Chapter 106 shall remain 
in full force and effect. 
 
SECTION 3 – This Ordinance shall take effect upon final passage and publication according 
to law.  
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ORDINANCE #1566 
 
AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND SECTION 177-54 OF THE CODE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF 
WYCKOFF “SPECIAL PERMIT PARKING”, TO INCREASE PERMIT PARKING FEE FOR 
WYCKOFF BAPTIST CHURCH PARKING LOT. 
 
BE IT ORDAINED by the Township Committee of the Township of Wyckoff, County of 
Bergen, State of New Jersey, that Section 177-54D(2), “Application of permit; fees; issuance 
of permits”, is amended as follows:

 Section 177-54D 
 

(2) The fee for a parking permit for a licensing year, for residents of 
the Township of Wyckoff shall be $45.00 and for nonresidents, 
$160.00. 

 
SECTION 2 – Except as hereby amended, all other sections of Section 177-54 shall remain 
in full force and effect. 
 
SECTION 3 – This Ordinance shall take effect upon final passage and publication according 
to law. 
 

ORDINANCE #1567 
 

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND CHAPTER 1 OF THE CODE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF 
WYCKOFF “GENERAL PROVISIONS” TO ADD SECTION 1-15, “GENERAL PENALTY”, 
TO CREATE A GENERAL MAXIMUM AND MINIMUM PENALTY FOR VIOLATIONS OF 
THE TOWNSHIP OF WYCKOFF CODE, WHERE NOT ALREADY PROVIDED IN 
CONNECTION WITH A SPECIFIC ORDANANCE.  
 
BE IT ORDAINED by the Township Committee of the Township of Wyckoff, County of 
Bergen, State of New Jersey, that Chapter 1, “General Provisions” is hereby amended to 
include new Section 1-15, “General Penalty”, as follows: 
 
SECTION 1 – Chapter 1 
 
 Section 1-15     General Penalty. 
 

Maximum Penalty.  For violation of any provision of the code or other ordinance of 
the Township of Wyckoff, unless a specific penalty is otherwise provided in 
connection with the provision violated, the maximum penalty upon conviction of the 
violation shall be one or more of the following:  imprisonment in the County Jail or in 
any place provided by the municipality for the detention of prisoners, for any term not 
exceeding ninety (90) days; or by a fine not exceeding $2,000; or by a period of 
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community service not exceeding ninety (90) days at the discretion of the Municipal 
Court Judge. 

 
Minimum penalty.  For violation of any provision of the code or other ordinance of 
the Township of Wyckoff, unless a specific penalty is otherwise provided in 
connection with the provision violated, the minimum penalty upon conviction of the 
violation shall consist of a fine in the amount of $100.00.  The Court before which 
any person is convicted of violating any ordinance or code provision shall have 
power to impose any fine, term or punishment, or period of community service not 
less than the minimum and not exceeding the maximum fixed in the code or of such 
ordinance. 
 

SECTION 2 – Except as hereby amended, all other Sections of Chapter 1 shall remain in full 
force and effect. 

 
SECTION 3 – This Ordinance shall take effect upon final passage and publication according

ORDINANCE 1563 
 

AN ORDINANCE TO PROVIDE A CERTAIN CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT IN THE 
TOWNSHIP OF WYCKOFF AND TO PROVDIE FOR THE RECEIPT, ACCEPTANCE AND 
DEPOSIT OF GRANT FUNDS THEREFORE. 
 
WHEREAS, the Township of Wyckoff has made an application to the Bergen County 
Community Development Block Grant Fund to receive funds for construction of a barrier free 
ramp at the Town Hall; and, 
 
WHEREAS, the Township of Wyckoff has been advised it is the recipient of a grant in the 
amount of $86,600.00 for the construction of a barrier free ramp in the Town Hall; and, 
 
WHEREAS,  the Township of Wyckoff shall enter into a contract with the Bergen County 
Community Development Block Fund to participate in the receipt of grant funds made 
available; and, 
 
NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED, by the Township Committee of the Township of 
Wyckoff, County of Bergen, as follows: 
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SECTION 1. The Township of Wyckoff, in the County of Bergen shall proceed with the 
construction of a barrier free ramp at the Town Hall with a Bergen County Trust Fund Grant 
of $86,600.00. 
 
SECTION 2. The cost of implementing said improvements in Section 1 shall be paid by the 
Township out of funds to be received specifically for said purpose through the Bergen 
County Community Development Block Grant Fund. 
 
SECTION 3. It is hereby determined and stated:   
 

a. Said purpose is not a current expense.  The same is an Improvement 
which the Township of Wyckoff may lawfully make or acquire and no 
part of the cost of said improvement has been or shall be specifically 
benefited. 

b. It is not necessary to finance this authorization by the issuance of 
obligations by the Township of Wyckoff pursuant to the Local Bond 
Law of the State of New Jersey. 

c. The total authorized appropriation in the ordinance is $86,600.00. 
 
SECTION 4. The monies which the Township of Wyckoff is authorized to receive pursuant to 
the terms of the Bergen County Community Development Block Grant Fund shall, when 
received, be placed in a capital improvement fund of the Township of Wyckoff for the 
purpose set forth in Section 1 of this ordinance. 
 
SECTION 5. It is hereby determined and stated that no supplemental debt statement is 
required to be made and signed in connection with said purpose, since the gross debt of the 
Township of Wyckoff as defined under the Local Bond Law is not increased by this 
Ordinance, and no obligations in the matter of notes or bonds are authorized by this 
Ordinance. 
 
SECTION 6. This ordinance shall take effect after publication thereof and final passage as 
required by law.
