
West Nile FAQs
What is West Nile Virus? Where did it come from?
West Nile Virus is a mosquito-borne virus commonly
found in Africa, West Asia and the Middle East. It was
first identified in the U.S. in the late summer of 1999.

How do people get West Nile Virus?
People become infected with the West Nile Virus from
the bite of an infected mosquito. Mosquitos become
infected by biting birds which are infected with the
virus. Some birds may die of the disease, but they are
not known to transmit the disease to humans.

What are the symptoms of West Nile Virus?
Not all humans infected with the West Nile Virus be-
come ill. Most infections are mild. Symptoms may de-
velop within 3 to 15
days. When symp-
toms develop, they
may include fever,
headache, stiff neck,
muscle weakness
and mental confusion. In rare cases, more severe in-
fections may result in high fever, tremors, disorienta-
tion and other signs of increasing illness. Symptoms
should be evaluated by your doctor.

Who is at risk for West Nile Virus?
People who live or work in areas where active cases
have been identified are at risk of getting West Nile
Virus if bitten by an infected mosquito. However, peo-
ple over the age of 50 and those with weak immune
systems are at greater risk for more serious illness.

How is it treated?
There is no specific treatment for West Nile Virus, nor
is there a vaccine. Most people recover completely
within two weeks. In more severe infections, sup-
portive therapy may be needed.

Be sure to eliminate stagnant water on your
property where mosquitos can breed.

Ambulance Corps Offers Health Programs

The Wyckoff Volunteer Ambulance Corps is comprised of
a dedicated group of residents and business operators
who unselfishly dedicate their time and energy to help

their neighbors in a time of need. It is the second oldest vol-
unteer ambulance corps in the State of New Jersey, originally
formed in 1929 as the American Legion Ambulance Corps.

All volunteer members are certified Emergency Medical
Technicians (EMT) and are required to complete 120 hours
of initial training and 48 hours of training every three years
to maintain their EMT qualifications. This training is free.

The Corps offers health-related educational seminars,
along with first aid and CPR courses, for Township residents.

The Ambulance Corps is stationed at the corner of Voorhis
Avenue and Woodland Avenue in the Memorial Town Hall
complex across from Firehouse #1. Anyone interested in

The Wyckoff Police Department periodically par-
ticipates with the New Jersey Drug Enforcement
Administration in a program entitled“Operation

Take Back New Jersey.” The program provides a legal
method for residents to dispose of their
unwanted, unused, and expired medicines.

There are increased incidents of
teenagers getting drugs from their parents’
medicine cabinets. Prescription painkillers
are very likely to be abused by young
adults, and they are often sold to other
teenagers. The program allows residents to

turn in prescription or over-the-counter drugs, which
are then disposed of in a safe, non-hazardous man-
ner. People often dispose of old prescriptions by
flushing them down the toilet or throwing them in

the trash, but these methods contribute to
polluting our waterways and landfills.
