
HOUSEHOLD CURBSIDE
GARBAGE & TRASH PICKUP

Items residents can place at the curb for their
household curbside garbage & trash collection:

Table waste . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .in containers or plastic bag
Rugs & carpet . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .tied in 3 foot lengths
Furniture, mattresses, box springs . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .as is
Broken mirrors . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .in barrel
Latex paints (water-based) . . .contents dried & lid closed

tightly

Residents may place FOUR items per pickup at the curb
during the twice-a-week collection schedule and EIGHT
items per pickup at the curb during the once-a-week col-
lection schedule. Containers may not be larger than 45
gallons and not exceed 50 pounds. Landscaping barrels
may NOT be used because their large size makes them
difficult to handle.

Trash and recyclables must be placed at the curb prior
to 6 a.m. of your pickup day, but not before 6 p.m. of
the evening before. Empty containers must be removed
by 7 p.m. of the pickup day.

Materials NOT collected in household
garbage pickup:
� Construction and demolition debris including all types

of building materials
� Permanent fixtures, such as toilets, sinks, tubs, etc.
� Fences (if metal, bring to the Recycling Center)
� Swing sets (if metal, bring to the Recycling Center)
� Aluminum sheds (bring to the Recycling Center)
� Windows/doors, garage doors
� Pianos
� Wood, wood pallets and fireplace wood
� Railroad ties

� Furnaces (instruct vendor installing new furnace to
take old furnace)

� Oil-based paints, shellacs and wood perservatives
� Fluorescent light bulbs
� Glues and adhesives
� Propane tanks
� Pool filters and heaters
� Appliances

Disposal of Construction Materials
and Unusual Items

Wyckoff’s residential household solid waste collec-
tion is an important service program designed to ben-
efit taxpayers in an efficient and equitable manner. It
is structured to provide collection of materials gener-
ated by everyone; that is, the usual daily household
garbage and trash items. It is an unfair burden for all
residents to assume the cost for collection and disposal
of items from special projects, construction materials,
or unusual, oversized or overweight items.

As part of the construction planning process, provi-
sions must be made by the property owner for dis-
posal of these construction-related items. When
applying for a building permit, the Building Depart-
ment provides information for the recycling and dis-
posal of building materials.

Property owners must comply with Township refuse
and recycling regulations when undertaking any reno-

vation or structural alteration of their home. Materials
such as cardboard, ferrous scrap and white goods must
be recycled and a receipt from the recycling market must
be provided prior to receiving a Certificate of Approval.

If you are in need of special pickups, consult the Yellow
Pages under “Rubbish and Garbage Removal” for a list of
private contractors who dispose of construction materials,
garage doors, pianos, furnaces, fences or any other un-
usual items. These private services may also be useful if,
due to an impending move or other circumstance, a prop-
erty owner has a large volume of disposable materials.

If you are installing new fixtures or appliances, in-
quire if the installer will dispose of the old appliances
or fixtures.

Disposal of Hazardous Materials
Hazardous materials such as oil-based paints, fluo-

rescent light bulbs, used motor oil, tires, empty propane
tanks, mercury thermostats, computer equipment and
TVs can be taken to the Bergen County Utility Author-
ity (BCUA) regional collection days (www.bcua.org).
These items will not be picked up curbside.

The Township accepts household electronics such as
computers, televisions, printers, monitors and much
more for disposal at the Recycling/Conservation Center.
Call 201-891-7000 ext. 101 for additional information.

Appliances such as residential room air conditioners,
dehumidifiers, residential refrigerators and freezers
(with doors removed) are collected curbside on
Wednesdays by the Township’s DPW or they may be
brought to the Recycling/Conservation Center. Call 201-
891-7000 ext. 101 to request curbside collection of these
appliances. Central air conditioning units are considered
construction material and must be disposed of privately.
A building permit must be obtained when replacing or
installing central air conditioning.
