Does 5% of the world’s population re-
ally generate 40% of the world’s
waste. Yes, according to the website
recycling-revolution.com.

The U.S. is the number one trash-pro-
ducing country in the world at 1,609
pounds per person per year. You can
trim your waste by conducting a
household waste audit to find out if
some of the materials you’re sending
to the landfill can be redirected.

Here’s how:
� With all family members assembled,
take a typical bag of household trash
and empty it onto sheets of newspaper.

� Item by item, determine which ma-
terials could have been recycled, com-
posted, or donated for re-use.

� Consult frequently with the Refer-
ence Table of Recyclables, found in the

Recycling & Trash section of Wyckoff
on the Web, www.wyckoff-nj.com.

� List the changes your family could
make to get closer to Nifty-Fifty. Al-
ready there? How high can you take
your recycling rate?

Make a pledge to reduce the amount of
waste your household generates. Here
are some suggestions to get started:

� Start composting your organic waste.

� Pack family lunches in reusable con-
tainers and cut down on the use of
plastic and paper bags.

� Avoid buying products that are
over-packaged.

� Use cloth or other reusable shopping
bags and keep a few in your car so
they are handy when you need them.

� Rent or buy slightly used items that
you don’t plan to use often.

Reading labels can tell you a lot of things. First, you can find out about a product's

ingredients – whether it contains anything that might be hazardous to your health

or to the environment.A label will also tell you how to contact the product's man-

ufacturer with your questions and comments. Feel free to let them know what's

on your mind. Do you think their product is good? Let them know! Could it be

better? Let them know that, too. In particular, let them know if you've decided to

buy – or not buy – their product for environmental reasons.Companies listen very

carefully to what their customers have to say.
