
The Wyckoff PTO Economy Shop, located in the for-
mer train station at Wyckoff Avenue and Main Street,
is a consignment and resale shop managed and op-
erated on a volunteer basis by members of the Wyck-
off PTOs, Ramapo APTS, Indian Hills PTSO and the
local community. It sells new and gently used cloth-
ing for men, women, infants and children, shoes,
books, toys, jewelry, sports equipment, housewares,
scout uniforms, costumes, crafts, holiday items and
much more.

Consignors may open an account for $7 and may
consign up to eight items per week. Consignors re-
ceive 60% of sale price, and the remaining 40% goes
to the schools. Donations of suitable items are also
gratefully accepted. Items left beyond the consign-
ment period become property of the shop and are
donated to numerous local charities.Volunteers are
always needed to staff the shop. If you are inter-
ested, please contact your school PTO for additional
information.

This year marks the 61st year of community serv-
ice. This past year the shop returned over $43,000 to
the Wyckoff Schools and the regional high schools.

Recycling for
a Good Cause

Idling a vehicle for more than three
minutes is prohibited in the state of
New Jersey with limited exceptions and
fines begin at $100 for passenger vehi-
cles and $250 for commercial vehicles.
But beyond the legal ramifications,
idling is unhealthy and wasteful.

Exhaust emissions worsen asthma, bronchitis, and
existing allergies. Diesel exhaust is a likely human
carcinogen, containing fine particles called “soot.”
Compounding the health risk, children breathe up
to 50% more air per pound of body weight than
adults, making them more susceptible to both acute
and chronic respiratory problems.

Idling is also fiscally “fuelish.” If you are idling
you might as well be burning dollar bills. In the
winter, emissions from a cold engine are more than
double the normal level and fuel consumption is
higher. And idling increases maintenance costs

since it leaves fuel residues that contaminate
motor oil.

Did You Know?
� Vehicles that idle 10 minutes per day waste more
than 29 gallons of fuel each year.

� An idling vehicle emits 20 times more pollution
than one traveling at 30 miles per hour.

� Only 10 seconds of idling uses more fuel than
turning the engine on and off.

Doesn’t Have to End

You might think you have to go outside to grow herbs, but
your sunny window sills could be put to good use, and made
to look magnificent, just by placing a few pots blooming with
your favorite herbs. Most herbs are perfectly happy with the
light they can gather from a south-facing window sill that
gets at least 5 to 6 hours of sunshine a day. Giving them just
enough water so the soil stays lightly damp, keeping them
trimmed, and adding a little compost from your compost bin
every few months is all they'll really require.

The best herbs for window sill gardens are those that stay
dense and compact. Oregano is a great option, as is thyme.
Mints are also perfect, and come in a wide range of flavors.
Parsley also does well indoors if you keep it trimmed.None of
these herbs require very large pots, and stay quite happy in
smaller 4-6" containers that fit nicely on a sill.
